Zeyu Zhu

Zeyu was born in Beijing China, He began
studying the cello at the age of 6. He is
pursuing his master’s study at the Tianjin
Juilliard School under Prof. Yeonjin Kim & Sihao
He. Zeyu recently graduated from Yong Siew
Toh Conservatory of Music, National University
of Singapore, where he completed his
bachelor's degree under the tutelage of Prof. Li-
wei Qin. Prior to this, he studied at the Tianjin
Julliard School Pre-College from 2019 with Prof.
Yeonjin Kim.

Zeyu regularly participates in various
international music festivals/academies
including Heifetz Institute, Schiermonnikoog
Festival, the Mendelssohn Festival, the Sitka
Cello Seminar, Orford Academy, Musical Chairs
Chamber Music Festival. At Heifetz, besides
the regular program, Zeyu also was a fellow of
Heifetz Chamber Music Seminar led by Shmuel
Ashkenasi and Borromeo String Quartet. Zeyu
had the opportunities to improve his skills and
got inspiration from many acclaimed masters
such as Jian Wang, Gary Hoffmann, Richard
Aaron, Lawrence Lesser, Clive Greensmith,
Natasha Brofsky, Astrid Schween, Troels Svane,
Matias De Oliveira Pinto and many more. Zeyu
also pursued his passion for chamber music for
many years, his chamber music masterclasses
included the Juilliard String Quartet, Shanghai
String Quartet, Borromeo Quartet, Stradivari
Quartet, Miré Quartet, Mandelring Quartet etc.
Recently, he had chance to collaborate and
perform Mendelssohn String Octet with world

renowned Juilliard String Quartet.

Zeyu made his debut as a soloist with
Orchestra at the age of 14 in Austria. Recently,
he won the concerto competition at Tianjin
Juilliard School, he will collaborate with the
Tianjin Juilliard Orchestra to give the Chinese
premiere of Herbert Cello Concerto No.1 in
April of 2026. He also was the grand prize
winner of 2023 concerto competition at Yong
Siew Toh Conservatory of Music and performed
Walton Cello Concerto with the YST Orchestra
in the 2023-2024 season.

Zeyu has won several awards in some
competitions, such as the 1° prize of 2015
Leschetizky International Music Competition
and full scholarship for its summer school
held in Austria, the Grand Prize and winner
of Hummingbird Music Award of the 2019
China Youth Music Competition, and has been
invited to Germany to study and perform with
the winners of Jugend musiziert, the 1* place
of 2019 Aigin Cup Cello Competition, the 1*
place of 2023 the 17" Cecillia International
Music Competition in chamber music group,
the 1% place of 2025 Geneva Junior Music
Competition.

As an experienced soloist, avid chamber
musician and principal cello of orchestra, Zeyu
has played in various concert halls such as
Beijing Concert Hall, National Center for the
Performance Arts, the Forbidden City Concert
Hall, Tianjin Concert Hall, the Kennedy Center,
Austria Haydn Hall, Singapore Esplanade
Arts Center, Hamburg, Bonn and Mdunster in
Germany, Canada, Netherlands etc. Zeyu has
been invited several times to perform at the
German embassy.

Ken Lam is director of orchestral studies at The Tianjin
Juilliard School and resident conductor of the Tianjin
Juilliard Orchestra. He is artistic adviser of the lllinois
Symphony Orchestra, resident conductor of the Brevard
Music Center in North Carolina and serves as artistic
director of Hong Kong Voices.

Lam was music director of the Charleston Symphony
Orchestra from 2015 to 2022 and music director
of lllinois Symphony Orchestra from 2017 to 2022.
Previously, Lam also held positions as associate
conductor for education of the Baltimore Symphony
Orchestra, assistant conductor of the Cincinnati
Symphony Orchestra, and principal conductor of the
Hong Kong Chamber Orchestra.

In 2011, Lam won the Memphis Symphony Orchestra
International Conducting Competition and was
a featured conductor in the League of American
Orchestra's 2009 Bruno Walter National Conductors
Preview with the Nashville Symphony. He made his
US professional debut with the National Symphony
Orchestra at the Kennedy Center in June 2008, as
one of four conductors selected by Leonard Slatkin.
In recent seasons, he led performances with the
symphony orchestras of Cincinnati and Cincinnati Pops,
Baltimore, Detroit, Buffalo, Memphis, Hawaii, Brevard
and Meridian, as well as the Hong Kong Sinfonietta,
Hong Kong Philharmonic, Seongnam Philharmonic,
Guiyang Symphony, and the Taipei Symphony Orchestra.

In opera, he directed numerous productions of
the Janiec Opera Company at Brevard and was
assistant conductor at Cincinnati Opera, Baltimore
Lyric Opera and at the Castleton Festival. In recent
seasons, Lam led critically acclaimed productions
at the Spoleto Festival USA, Lincoln Center Festival
and at the Luminato Festival in Canada. His run of
Massenet's Manon at Peabody Conservatory was
hailed by the Baltimore Sun as a top ten classical event
in the Washington D.C/Baltimore area in 2010.

Lam studied conducting with Gustav Meier and
Markand Thakar at Peabody Conservatory, David
Zinman and Murry Sidlin at the American Academy

of Conducting at Aspen, and Leonard Slatkin at the
National Conducting Institute. He read economics at
St. John's College, Cambridge University and was an
attorney specializing in international finance for ten
years before becoming a conductor.

Lam is the 2015 recipient of the John Hopkins
University Alumni Association’s Global Achievement
Award, given to individuals who exemplify the Johns
Hopkins tradition of excellence and have brought credit
to the University and their profession in the international
arena.

The Tianjin Juilliard Orchestra provides a rich musical experience, featuring up to ten concerts each season.
The ensemble explores a broad repertoire, seamlessly transitioning from baroque to contemporary orchestral
compositions, and incorporating pieces with traditional Chinese instruments. Within a collaborative learning
environment, resident faculty and visiting artists actively participate in engaging students through discussions,
sectional coaching, and contributing to the energetic atmosphere of rehearsals and performances.

Guided by resident conductor Ken Lam, the orchestra consistently delivers outstanding performances. In recent
seasons, the orchestra has collaborated with esteemed guest conductors such as Chen Lin, Shao En, Rachel
Zhang, Lin Daye, Yu Long, Jing Huan, Shui Lan, Shao-Chia LU, and Yip Wing-sie. This convergence of talent
enhances the quality of the concerts and provides students with valuable opportunities for learning and growth
under the direction of some of the most distinguished figures in the realm of classical music.
